Adding to
Saputara's mystique is the legend that Lord Rama spent 11

years of his exile in these very forests.
4. LOCATION AND EXTEND:

SAPUTARA, situated in a densely forested plateau in the
Sahyadri range, holds the distinction of being the only hill
station in the Dang district of South Gujarat State. The Gujarat
State is situated on the west coast of India and boasts of a 1,600
km long coastline. The Arabian Sea sweeps off the western and
south western frontiers of the state. It is situated between 200 1'
and 24° 7' north latitudes and 68° 4' and 74° 4' east longitudes.
Gujarat stretches from Kutch in the West to Daman in the
South. In the East, lies the hilly region of the Aravallis, whereas
lush green woods, hills, plains and rivers are found in the west.
Rajasthan lies towards the northeast of Gujarat, Madhya
Pradesh to the east and Maharashtra to the southeast. The
tranquil small town of Saputara is situated at an altitude of
around 1,000 m, and has a climate that is consistently pleasant,
although leaning towards chilly, throughout the year. The place
is rich in its bio-diversity and natural relics. It includes in itself
many panoramic natural landscapé views and rich her.itage of its
folklore and tradition of the native 'Dangi'. It has been developed
as a planned hill resort with all necessary amenities such as

hotels, parks, swimming pool, boat club, theatres and a museum

5. CLIMATE:

This picturesque hill station is perched on a plateau in the
Dang forest area of the Sahyadri Range at an altitude of about
1420 m. It has a cool bracing climate, the highest temperature
even in the summer do not exceed 28 °C. Saputara means the
'‘Abode of Serpents' ( Land of Snakes ) and a snake image on the
banks of the river Sarpagana is worshiped by the Adivasis on
festivals like Holi. Saputara has been developed as a planned hill
resort with all the necessary amenities like hotels, parks,
swimming pools, boat club, theaters, ropeways and a museum to
ensure an enjoyable holiday in the cool of the hill. Saputara is
only 172 km. from Surat and 250 km from Mumbai. Saputara
will soon have its own airport as state government is considering
the plan. Maharashtra state border is only 4 km away from
Saputara. Excursions from Saputara can be made to the wild life
sanctuary in the Mahal Bardipara forest, 60 km. from here and
to Gira Waterfalls 52 km away.

6. FLORA AND FAUNA:

Dang forest is the richest forest in India regarding to the
flora and fauna. Total of several species belonging to flora for

genera are reported from Dang.

Dang forest extend over 1800 sq km. it supports a wide
variety of wildlife, tiger, Panther, wild dogs, gaur, Sambar,
Barking deer, wild boar, chital, langur, chausinga, bear, nilgay
and about 252 types of birds among which most beautiful once
are peacock and paradies flycatches accurce in Dang due to the
protection given. Plants are on their own to grow, reproduce,

exchange their genes evolv and adjust freely to their ecological

niche.

Dang has a rich bird life with more than 250 species
belonging to 54 families. Eagles and falcons are found associated
with steep hillsides and cliffs while hawks and hawk-eagles are
found all over. The crested serpent eagle is a prominent bird. Its
high pitched call is often heard as it flies overhead. Water birds
are seen around the lakes during winter. There are few lakes in
Dang and these are mostly small, hence water birds are not very
diverse. Owls are usually seen in the large trees that border the
streams and river particularly the brown fish owl. Birds which
are partial to human settlements are seen in the fields and
villages. There is a recent record of the black woodpecker in
Dang, while the forest spotted owlet was last reported to have
occurred in Dang in the past but is seen no more. Biodiversity is

expected to be high under such conditions.

This extensive ethonomidicinal survey was conducted in
the rural and tribal pockets of Dang wildlife area which includes
places like madizadap, raypur, smadoh, makhala, pili, mamana,
kund, churni pastalai, vairat, malor, bari, dharghar and

gullazghat.

7. BEST TIME TO VISIT:

The hill resort promises to refresh the tourists

throughout the year with its cool ﬂeqﬂ;r Fe, Saputara do
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not experience any extreme temperature variations and is
an ideal getaway for the sun-scorched souls of the plains.

8. MAJOR TOURIST DESTINATIONS AT SAPUTARA
(SIGHT SEEING):

There are several tourist and Geographical destinations at

Satpura. Among these some important destinations are

following.
A. Vansada National Park :

Originaliy, a private forest of maharaja of Vansada, the
park now covers an area of 24 km? Despite its small size the
park harbors tiger, leopard, pangolin, Rusty-spotted Cat, python,
giant squirrel, four-horned antelope etc. Prior permission from
the Chief Wildlife Warden, or DFO, Ahwa, is required before
visiting the park.

B. Purna Sanctuary:

Covering an area of 160 km?, Purna Sanctuary is a part of
a dense moist deciduous forest in the Western Ghat of Gujarat.
Situated at Mahal, 60 km north of Dangs, the sanctuary is
crossed by Purna and Gira rivers. There are bamboo-lined

pathways for trekkers. Prior permission is necessary for visiting.

C.Honey Bee Centre:

The Honey Bees Centre is a place where honeybees are

reared and pure honey is collected. It is just opposite to the

pleasurable to sail in the lake in a row or paddle boat. The Lake
and Boating Club, right in the heart of the valley, is the
extremely calm Saputara Lake. It is 70 feet deep and spreads in

the vast valley surrounded by the hills. Row and paddle boats

are available for hire. Several types of amusement facilities  for

children are available near the lake.
E. Sunrise Point:

It is a point which offers the best view of Saputara and
adjoining Malegoan could be reached after a walk of 1.5 km in
the direction of Waghai. The naming restricts the tourist traffic
to this best place as tourists believe that the point should only
be visited at sun rise, however, one may visit it at any time of the
day to catch a panoramic view. The Tata Consultancy Services
has suggested renaming this point as Valley View Point to

enhance tourist traffic.

F. The Ropeway:

A ten minutes ride across the valley to the sunset point
organised by Hotel Vaity. On your way up to the Governor’s hill,
you will paés the Vaity Resort. Here you can use the ropeway
service (cablecar) to go up to Sunset Point. Suspended above
hills, valleys and meandering rivers, this 15 minute ride gives
you a bird’s eye view of Saputara.

Mahur.

Saptashringa Ghad is a place where Goddess Bhagawati
dwells.It is one of the most important of the places of Goddesses
in Maharashtra. Saptashringa signifies seven mountain peaks.
Nanduri village is situated at the foot of the Saptashringa Gad.
In front of the temple there stands Markandeya Rishi's (sage)
hill. The Saptashringa Gad is full of a variety of trees having
medicinal worth. As per the story depicted in Ramayana,
Hanuman carried the herbal medicine for wounded Laxmana
from this hill. There are about 108 water reservoirs on the hill,
known as Kundas. Vani is situated at a distance of 60 kms.

They are Gudipadwa - Hindu's New Year,
Dushhera, Diwali and Akshaytritiya. Likewisedwelling places of
